"The Trials of Oscar Wilde" failed to get a London West End screening, but got a full ABC circuit
release from May 29th 1960, three days after the rival Oscar Wilde (1960) opened at the Carlton,
Haymarket, where it played for four weeks but failed to get a circuit release.

The libel trial unearthed evidence that caused Wilde to drop his charges and led to his own arrest
and trial for gross indecency with men. After two more trials he was convicted and sentenced to
two years' hard labour, the maximum penalty, and was jailed from 1895 to 1897.
